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SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 RULES

1.1 This Regatta is governed by the rules listed in
the Notice of Race (NOR), as modified therein.

1.2 The NOR modifies: Eligibility; Starting; Start and
Finish; Touching a Course Mark; Outside Help; Sail
Markings; Hauling Out; Throw-out Scores; and T-37

Class Rules, including requirement of a Balance Test.

2 THE START AND THE FINISH

2.1 The starting line and finishing line will be
described verbally by the Race Committee.

2.2 In a race conducted in heats, a boat that has not
started within two minutes after her starting signal
shall be scored OCS or DNS without a hearing.

2.3 The Race Committee may score boats lagging
behind the fleet as “finished-in-place.”

3 RACE DAY
3.1 SCHEDULE
0830 Begin check-in, weigh-in, tilt-in, late
registration.
0900 Deadline for receipt of entry documents
and fees.
0945 Competitors meeting.
1000 Warning Signal for the first race
1230 (approx.) 45 min. break.
Bring your own lunch.
Coffee and soft drinks will be served on the dock.
1530 If six or more races have been completed,
no race will be started after this time, except as
per NOR.
3.2 Post-regatta drinks in or from the SYC Marine
Room, if available, may be purchased only via credit
card or SYC account. No cash or checks will be
accepted.
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4 COVID pOLICY

4.1 If you are sick, stay home. We will
refund your regatta entry fee.

4.2 If you are unvaccinated, please stay
home. We will refund your regatta entry fee.
4.3 Although the event is outdoors, because
we will not be able to be properly distanced
at all times, please wear a mask even on the
dock, except while eating or drinking.

4.4 These measures are consistent with the
current and proposed policies of our host,
Seattle Yacht Club.
