Sailing is an activity that has an inherent risk of damage
and injury. Competitors in this event are participating
entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race.
The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in
arace or to continue racing is hers alone. The race
organizers (organizing authority, race committee,
protest committee, host club, sponsors, or any other
organization or official) will not be responsible for
damage to any boat or other property or the injury to
any competitor, including death, sustained as a result of
participation in this event. By participating in this event,
each competitor agrees to release the race organizers
from all liability associated with such competitor’s
participation in this event to the fullest extent permitted
by law.

Boats must check in with the race committee signal boat
at the starting area each day before their first warning
signal. Boats should check in by hail unless safety
requires checking in by VHF 72.

The
use of a propulsion engine shall be reported to the Race
Committee with the reason for the use and a description
of any benefit to the boat’s position resulting from said
use.
