For the Vashon Island Race and Blake Island Race, the Notice of Race is changed as follows:
· A shortened course option will be available for boats that take their time at their rounding mark a designated shortened course option finishing line.  Boats using the shortened course option will be considered finishers and will be scored in class and overall based on their time and the distance for the shortened course starting immediately behind boats finishing the full course.
For the Vashon Island Race and Blake Island Race, the Sailing Instructions are changed as follows:

14.7
A shortened course option is available to boats on all courses of the Protection Island race who sail to the rounding mark and subsequently retire.  Boats using this option must round their rounding mark within 80% of their full course time limit and report their rounding time to the race committee when they retire as per sailing instruction 15.2 within the full course time limit.  For the long course, the rounding point shall be on a line passing through the Protection Island Southwest Spit Buoy 1 (LL #16460) at 234 degrees magnetic to the southwest and 54 degrees magnetic to the northeast, or, if the buoy is missing, when the southwest high water corner of Protection Island bears 54 degrees magnetic.  For the short course, sport boat course, and the Cruiser/Racer course the rounding point shall be on a line from the rounding mark extending past the mark from the direction of the leg that terminates at the mark accounting for any geographical obstructions.  As boats approach the rounding point for this purpose they must leave the mark on the required side.  Boats should record their rounding time accurately to the second (e.g. using GPS time) when any part of her hull, or crew or equipment in the normal position crosses the rounding point.  Boats using the shortened course option will be considered finishers and will be scored in class and overall based on their time and the distance for the shortened course starting immediately behind boats finishing the full course that are not subject to sailing instruction 14.3.

If the race committee does not shorten course under RRS 32, Shortening or Abandoning after the Start, a shortened course option is available to boats on all courses that sail to a predetermined shortened course option finishing line (for this section 14.7, the “short line”) and subsequently retire.  Boats using this option must reach the short line within 80% of their full course time limit and report their finishing time to the race committee when they retire as per Sailing Instruction 15.2 within the full course time limit.  Boats should record their shortened course finishing time accurately to the second (e.g. using GPS time) and at the time she finishes as per RRS definition of “finish” at the short line, except that as a boat approaches the short line for this purpose she must leave any mark that bounds the short line on the required side.  Boats using the shortened course option will be considered finishers and will be scored in class and overall based on their time and the distance for the shortened course in sequence starting immediately behind boats finishing the full course that are not subject to Sailing Instruction 14.3.  For races using handicaps based on time on distance, the distance will be based on the shortest navigable distance along the course to the short line.  The location of the short line is as follows:
Protection Island Race

Long Course:  A line passing through the Protection Island Southwest Spit Buoy 1 (LL #16460) at 234 degrees magnetic to the southwest and 54 degrees magnetic to the northeast, or, if the buoy is missing, when the southwest high water corner of Protection Island bears 54 degrees magnetic.

Short Course / Sport Boat Course:  A line from the rounding mark extending past the mark on which the mark bears 180 degrees magnetic.

Cruiser/Racer Course:  A line from the rounding mark extending past the mark on which the mark bears 180 degrees magnetic.

Vashon Island Race

Long Course:  A line on which the Point Robinson Light (LL #17070) bears 270 degrees magnetic.

Short Course / Sport Boat Course:    A line from the rounding mark extending past the mark on which the mark bears 000 degrees magnetic.
Cruiser/Racer Course:    A line from the first rounding mark extending past the mark on which the mark bears 000 degrees magnetic (use Blakely Rock Light).
Blake Island Race

Long Course:  After rounding the Blake Island mark, a line through the Decatur Reef Lighted Buoy 2 off Restoration Pt. (LL #16835) and to the Alki Pt. Light (LL #16915) on which Decatur Reef Buoy bears 279 or 099 degrees magnetic and Alki Pt. Light bears 099 degrees magnetic.
Short Course / Sport Boat Course:    Same as long course.
Cruiser/Racer Course:  Same as long course, however, if the Race Committee displays flag “S” at the warning signal, the short line is a line on which the first rounding mark bears 000 degrees magnetic.
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
